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Denmark

From September 9th to 12th, 2024, Prof. Michelly de Souza
represented FEI at the 50th IEEE European Solid-State
Electronics Research Conference (ESSERC2024) in the

historic city of Bruges, Belgium. This premier event in the

field of electronics gathered a global commmunity of experts

to explore cutting-edge research, address industry
challenges, and foster new collaborations. With a rigorous
acceptance rate of 37.4%, only 185 papers were selected for
presentation. Notably, Prof. Michelly's research paper,
"Experimental Evaluation of 7-Level Stacked Nanosheet SOI
MOSFETs Analog Parameters," co-authored with
researchers from FEI| and CEA-Leti, France, was the sole
Latin American contribution accepted for presentation at

the conference.

The event was attended by Prof. Dr. Ronaldo Goncalves
dos Santos, from the Chemical Engineering Department,
accompanied by Sao Paulo Metro engineers Felipe
Copche and Ramon Carollo Sarabia Neto. The WHW is a
pulsating environment for debate, bringing together
experts to discuss hydrogen technologies and their
impact on the decarbonization process.

From November 23rd to the 30th, 2024, FEI Chemistry

Department professors Dr. Bruno Ramos and Dr. Bruna
Pratto took part in a technical visit to Germany. As part of
the “Hydrogen Journey” project coordinated by FEI
Agency for Innovation - AGFEI in partnership with the Séo
Paulo Metro, the professors visited the facilities of Linde
Engineering - a world leader in hydrogen infrastructure
projects - to discuss different alternatives for generating
and using hydrogen in the metro rail sector.

The agenda included a productive meeting with the
Boysen Group from TU Dresden to discuss challenges and
solutions for sustainable mobility. FEI professors
presented the Brazilian Green Mobility program, the
National H2 Policy, and FEl's ongoing research in these
areas. A visit to the Fraunhofer IWES facilities in Leuna
provided insights into research and evaluation
infrastructure for hydrogen equipment, particularly in
connection with intermittent energy sources like wind
energy - an IWES specialty. As a result, valuable contacts
were established to explore potential collaborations on
hydrogen solutions, including with the Sao Paulo Metro

and other future partners.

Northern Ireland
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Professor Dr. Bruno Ramos, from FEl's Chemical
Engineering Department, participated in the 12th
European Conference on Solar Chemistry and

Photocatalysis: Energy and Environmental Applications
(SPEA), from June 17 to 21, 2024, at Ulster University, Belfast,
Northern Ireland (UK).

During the event, the professor presented two papers from
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the S3o Paulo Research Foundation - FAPESP and the
Brazilian National Agency of Petroleum, Natural Gas and
Biofuels - ANP projects, exploring the use of photochemical
energy for the production of renewable fuels fromm CO2 by
artificial photosynthesis, and by synthetic fixation of N2 for
the production of green hydrogen; and a third paper on the
mathematical modeling of the dispersion of emerging
pollutants in underground springs. These works are
relevant to mitigating climate change and environmental

impacts of industrial activities.

Spain

Professor Dr. Marcilei Aparecida Guazzelli from FEl's
Physics Department, attended the RADiation Effects on
(RADECS)

Components and Systems Conference, an

annual European scientific and industrial forum on
radiation and its effects on materials, devices and systems
in electronics and photonics. The event occurred from
September 16th to 20th 2024, in Gran Canaria (Canary
Islands, Spain). One of the award-winning studies, Studies
on the Reliability of Power UMOSFETs in the Terrestrial
Radiation Environment, involved national and international
physics and engineering institutions, such as the Institute
of Physics of the University of Sado Paulo (Brazil), FEI (Brazil),
the Institute of Advanced Studies (IEAv) of the Aeronautics
Command (Brazil), Universita degli Studi di Padova (ltaly),
Universita degli Studi di Cassino e del Lazio Meridionale
(Italy), and ISIS Neutron and Muon Source of the Rutherford

Appleton Laboratory (ISIS-RAL, UK).

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Program Move La America

The Brazilian government launched the program Move La
America, which aims to complement the efforts of
internationalization of Brazilian Higher Education
Institutions by attracting students affiliated to Higher
Education Institutions from Latin America and the

Caribbean.

The Program offers scholarships to Master's or PhD's
students affiliated with Higher Education Institutions
(HEIs) from Latin America and the Caribbean, in the
modalities of sandwich Master's and PhD programs in
Brazil, with the purpose of conducting internships,
research, extension activities, and eventually attending
courses in Graduate Programs (PPG) of Brazilian HEls,
Federal Institutes, or Research Institutes, always in areas

related to their field of study.

Thefirst call was open from July 22nd to August 15th, 2024.
In its first edition, the program offered 1,600 short-term
scholarships, of which 1,000 were for Master's degrees and
600 for Doctorates at Brazilian institutions. The
scholarships are in the “sandwich” format, and those
selected will begin their exchange from the first semester

of 2025.

FElis very excited to host students who will arrive next year
for the short-term stay through the Move La America
Program. The students will develop activities at the
Graduate Program in Administration and the Graduate
Program in Chemical Engineering.
